	General ideas

· Practise reading – use any books you have at home that you enjoy.
· Make a family of penguins or any other animals using snow. 

· Practise handwriting in the snow using a water bottle and food colouring.

	· Play a board game and practise taking turns. Add the scores on 2 or 3 dice or use 2 dice and find the difference between the two numbers.

· Arrange some icicles in order of length. 

· Make some snowballs and lay them out in order of size.

· Snowball sums – make a set of snowballs into a picture sum (+ - x or divide). 
· Practise tying your shoelaces or getting yourself dressed to go outside without any help.

· Look back in your homework jotter for ideas on practising spellings, sounds or number.

· Make a poster showing what you would need in a “Snow Survival Pack”.
· Invent an interesting way of learning your times tables and share this with your class.  Practise using your new method at home.
· Think of ten words to do with your learning and use a dictionary to find out what they mean.
· Make a list of cold/snow adjectives. Make them into a poem.

· Make a winter soup and write out your ingredients and method.
